Calvin by Bruce Gordon is a new biography of John
Calvin. There have been many volumes written about
Calvin's theology and hignormous contributions to
the Protestant Reformation, but thids a volume about his
life. Presbyterians are always a bivary about our
admiration forthis founder of Reform theology. We don't
know much about the profound conversion that sent
this Catholicseminary student in Paris into exile for the
rest of his life, preaching and teaching at such pivotal
time in the history of the church.Dr. Gordon is aistory
professor at Yale, and has produced this new volume
which presents Calvin as a "man at once brilliant,
arrogant, charismatic, unforgiving, generous and
shrewd."After 500 years, we really ought to take the time
to get to know him better.

This all began in 1922 when the women were celebrating
their 10th anniversary of the
The women decided that an offering should be given to
give some support to a definite MISSION cause. The
Womands Auxiliary became Wome
In 1988, 50 years later, it was decided to continue the
meaningful tradition of the Birthday Offering in the month
of May.

Calvary Women have been carrying on this tradition
wi t h t he Session®s approval
committee on the ministries offerings would review
proposals and select no more than five recipients. For the
2010 Offering, the committee chose only two projects so
the grants to each could be larger and make more of an
impact in their communities.

The two recipients for the 2010 Birthday Offering are
the Kindergarten and Childcare in Kirkuk, Iraq and the
Reach Improve Strengthen Empower (RISE) project of
Peace Presbyterian Church in Louisville, Kentucky. Both
seek to nurture and train children in an environment
surrounded by LOVE where they are taught right from
wrong and empowered to lead productive lives using the
gifts that God has given them. Projects also cover
education; health care; art and music to children; atsk
families; food for the homeless; counseling services to
men, women and children.

T
minister, Willie Thompson and the Secretary, Sangy
Snyder, were authorized to givenembers of the church,
relatives, neighbors who needed a little help up to $5
immediately without any Session notification. Rey.
Thompson came in 1965 and this fund started a coupl
of years later.
